Entered via storm canopy covered UPVC front
door with double glazed window to the side into
entrance hallway.

The WC comprises of a low level WC, wash hand
basin mounted on a vanity unit with mixer tap over
and storage below. Radiator and extractor fan.

The sitting room has a feature brick fire place with
inset multi fuel burning stove on a tiled hearth.
Built in shelving to the recess to the side of
fireplace, UPVC double glazed door and large
UPVC double glazed window to the side garden.
Ceiling and wall mounted lights.

Double doors lead to the dining room which has
UPVC double glazed windows to the front and
side.

The study/family room has a large UPVC double
glazed window to the side gardens, built in desk
with storage below and shelves over and a further
built storage cupboard.

The garden room has UPVC double glazed double
doors to the side garden with further double glazed
panels to side, ceramic tiled floor and access into
the integral double garage. The kitchen/breakfast
room comprises of a range of fitted wall and base
units with worktops over tiled to splash backs, inset
stainless steel sink and drainer with mixer tap over,
integrated gas and electric hob, double oven and
dishwasher. Space for fridge. UPVC double
glazed window to the rear and side, inset spotlights
to the ceiling. The breakfast area offers a further
range of fitted wall and base units with worktops
over. Builtin wine rack and ample space for
breakfast table. The utility room comprises of a
range of fitted base units with worktops over, tiled
to splash back, inset stainless steel sink and
drainer, wall mounted gas boiler. Space and
plumbing available for chest freezer, fridge,
washing machine and tumble dryer. UPVC double
glazed door and window to the side.

From the sitting room an inner hallway offers
access to the bedrooms and family bathroom.
Airing cupboard and loft hatch.

The master bedroom also offers potential use as a self
contained annexe as it has a separate access via a double
glazed door from the garden. There are built in wardrobes and
UPVC double glazed windows to the side and rear. The master
en suite is fully tiled and compromises of an enclosed corner
shower cubicle, low level WC, wash hand basin mounted on a
vanity unit with mixer tap over, heated towel rail, an extractor fan
and a UPVC double glazed window to the side.

Bedroom two has a range of fitted wardrobes and dressing table
with drawers below. Large UPVC double glazed window to the
rear.

The guest en suite is fully tiled and compromises of enclosed
multi jet double shower cubicle, low level WC, wash hand basin
on vanity unit with mixer tap over, heated towel rail, UPVC
double glazed window to the rear. Extractor fan.

Bedrooms three and four both have built in wardrobes and large
UPVC double glazed windows to the side garden.

The family bathroom is fully tiled and comprises of inset multi jet
bath with side filling mixer tap and separate shower attachment,
low level WC, wash hand basin on vanity unit with mixer tap
over and built in storage below and to the side. Heated towel
rail and obscure UPVC double glazed window to the side.

Outside

To the front, the driveway provides ample off road parking for
several vehicles and leads to the integral double garage, the
front gardens are mainly laid to lawn with a variety of mature
hedge borders, flower and shrub beds. There is a security light
to both the front and rear and an additional feature light
illuminates the rear garden.

The side and rear gardens are mainly laid to lawn with a variety
of patio/seating areas, the gardens are enclosed by a variety of
fence and hedge borders and have been landscaped beautifully
to provide an array of mature flower beds. A section of the
garden to the side is separately enclosed to provide a secure
area for pets or young children as well as an area for a
vegetable patch. There is greenhouse with a power supply.
The integral double garage has two up and over doors,
pedestrian door and window to the rear, power and light.
